9.3 CHARACTERISTICS OF 
RADIO 

(i) Radio makes pictures: As you listen to 
any radio programme, you are able to 
visualize or ‘see’ pictures in your mind of 
what is being described.  

(ii) The Speed of Radio: Radio is the fastest 
medium. It is instant. As things happen in a 
studio or outside, messages can be sent or 
broadcast. These messages can be picked up 
by anyone who has a radio set or receiver 
which is tuned into a radio station. 

(iii)  Simplicity of Radio: Compared to all 
other media, radio needs very simple 
technology and equipment. 

(iv) Radio is inexpensive: As it is simple, it 
is also a cheaper medium. The cost of 
production is low and a small radio can be 
bought for as low a price as say fifty rupees.  
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(v) Radio does not need an electric power 
supply: You can listen to the radio using dry 
battery cells even if you do not have 
power supply or a generator. So in a country like 
ours, where electricity has not reached 
everywhere, radio is a great blessing.

(vi) A radio receiver is portab
you move your radio set at home from the 
living room to the kitchen or as you go out 
somewhere?
